We softened the strong
     tannins in this Merlot by blending our See selection Cabernet Sauvignon into the
     fi nished wine.         
Vintage 2004    The 2004 vintage saw some precipitous heat spikes that had to be endured to
     achieve optimal hang time and complexity of fruit and fl avor.  The resulting wines
     from our mountains have power and balance that are found only in great years.

This is a dense and brooding Merlot that displays a fi ne and persistent fi nish

     with a hint of tarriness. Best served with roasted leg of lamb, veal ragout and

     venison sausages.
